· On December 16th Brice attended the KDHE Regional Sanitarians Update Meeting in Hays. He learned the current status of the Bulletin 4-2 Kansas Minimum Standards for Design and Construction of Onsite Wastewater Systems. At the current state, this document has been rejected by the Attorney General on the basis of external references to the Standards (ANSI, IAMPO, etc.). KDHE is currently looking into options presented by the AG to re-submit the regulation package with the updated Bulletin 4-2.
· On January 13th Brice was conracted by one of our licensed installers in reference to 15 proposed wastewater systems for Seaboard Farms swine facilities in Greeley County. 
· On January 15th Brice performed a site evaluation for Carlon’s Choke Tubes in Rawlins County. 
· On January 22nd We held our final Teams Meeting on the Shallow Water Technical Assistance project. 
· Also, on January 22nd the House Ag Committee held a budget hearing where Brice submitted testimony in support of increasing LEPP funding and reestablishing the base grant mechanism for the LEPP program. 
· ON January 30th, Brice attended the Thomas County Commissioners meeting to present the draft of their updated Environmental/Sanitary code. 
· On February 18th, Brice gave a presentation to Fort Hays State-Northwest Tech Plumbing program on onsite wastewater systems. One student from the program has decided to add wastewater installation to his job skills, and has tested for the installer license.

· Also, on January 22nd Brice was selected to serve on the Regional Advisory Committee to the Kansas Water Authority for the Upper Republican. He attended the March 3rd RAC meeting held at the GMD 4 office in Colby.
